Noteworthy :   

 SCHOOL UNIFORMS : At the last School Council meeting, it was decided that as of Term 4 2019, the 

uniform shop will be out sourced to "A Plus Schoolwear (AGS Prints)".   This change was decided as our 

current uniform co-ordinator, Katie Carr, will be moving out of the area at the end of the year. (Over the 

past 25 plus years, they school has had the wonderful expertise of only 4 co-ordinators running the 

shop). School Council decided that it is in the best interest for the school community to move to a simpler 

system, to avoid unnecessary stock being kept on site and the need to train volunteers for the shop.                                  

Starting from Friday 30th August 2.30pm-3pm, until the end of term 3 (Friday 20th September - 

1.30pm - 2.30pm) we will be offering families within the school a MASSIVE 10% OFF ITEMS 

(excludes a few items). The uniform shop will remain with its current opening hours - each Friday 

(2.30pm - 3pm) and each Monday (8.45 - 9.15am) until the end of the 2019 year.                                                                                        

From Term 4, our new supplier will be running the uniform shop with a new price list (most prices will be 

similar to what we currently have, however some items will have a small increase). The uniform shop will 

still remain on site at Wandin North PS for term 4, 2019. After this all uniform orders will be online or at 

their shop in Heidelberg. (Note: We will have samples ONLY of stock at the school in 2020, and all 

purchases will be done through the new company on line or at their Heidelberg shop).

We look forward to our families 

taking advantage of our huge 10% off stock for the remainder of Term 3, which will be available 

only whilst stock lasts!
