REMINDER TO PARENTS :                                                                                                                                              

*   Parents to park in marked parking spaces and walk their children to the gate  and students to walk 

into grounds independently. 

*  Staggered drop off times -  Families with the Surname starting at A to K will be encouraged to drop off 

their child/ren at 8.45am. Families with the Surnames L to Z to drop off their child/ren at 9.00am. Rolls are to 

be marked at 9.15am. 

*  Staggered pick-up times - Families with the Surname starting at A to K will be encouraged to pick up their 

child/ren at 3.15pm and families with the Surnames L to Z to pick up their child/ren at 3.30pm. Staff will be 

out supervising the students to their designated exit gate. 

*  Students in Prep M, Prep S, 1C, 1J, 5/6A, 5/6L and 5/6S will exit at the front gate. 

*  Students in 1S, 2B,  2G,  2S,  3/4A, 3/4B, 3/4H and 3/4M will be exit at the east side gate. 

*  Siblings in multiple year levels - children will be picked up according to the youngest in the family. 

Eg : a family who has a child in Prep S and Grade 2G, the will exit from the front entrance gate.

 STUDENT HEALTH :  If your child is experiencing compatible symptoms with Coronavirus (COVID-19) such 

as fever, cough, running nose or sore throat it is important that your child stays at home and medical advice 

is sought.
