Staff will be
out supervising the students to their designated exit gate.

* Students in Prep M, Prep S, 1C, 1J, 5/6A, 5/6L and 5/6S will exit at the front gate.

* Students in 1S, 2B, 2G, 2S, 3/4A, 3/4B, 3/4H and 3/4M will be exit at the east side gate.



* Siblings in multiple year levels - children will be picked up according to the youngest in the family.

Eg : a family who has a child in Prep S and Grade 2G, the will exit from the front entrance gate.
